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World Investment Forum 2014
Geneva, 13 - 16 October, 2014

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Conference : Parity in the perspective of building democracy 
in Morocco 
Tuesday, September 23rd, 2014 

Ms. Hafida BENCHRIFA participated in the conference organized by the Federation of the Democratic League for 
Women’s Rights under the theme: What vision for parity in the perspective of building democracy in Morocco. 
The conference was held at Sofitel Hotel in Rabat. 
This event brings together researchers and experts in constitutional law, legislation, general law and political 
science. The goal is the unification of vision and its combination for a successful political action that stands 
against the attempts to cancel the constitutional reforms of 2011, which protect the gains that women fought 
for and increases them in a Moroccan society in the horizon of democratic construction. The debate was around 
the decision that determines the appointment conditions of members of the Constitutional Chamber and the 
projects for the organization of the region and the next local elections.
